4. Children of Military or Authoritarian Homes
· Emotions coded as weakness, compliance as love
· Script: “Follow orders. Don’t feel.”
5. Children of Untreated Mentally Ill Parents
· Parentified early, emotional clairvoyance to survive
· Script: “You’re the adult now. Make sense of the madness.”
6. Children of Divorce with Parentification
· One or both parents lean on child for emotional support
· Script: “Don’t have needs. Be the healer.”
7. LGBTQ+  Adults from Conservative Households
· Self-censorship, hiding, emotional role-playing
· Script: “If they know who you are, they’ll leave.”
8. Neurodivergent Kids in Norm-Conforming Systems
· Rejected sensory/learning needs, masking to belong
· Script: “You are too much. Or not enough.”
These groups aren’t metaphors.
They’re real psychological cohorts with shared internal logic.

AFH: The Framework That Connects the Tribes
Though their origins differ, all survival-based identities benefit from the same system reset:
🔹 Acceptance
I accept that my adaptations were brilliant—but I no longer want to live as a reaction.
🔹 Faith
I believe I can grow beyond survival—even if I don’t know what that looks like yet.
🔹 Homeostasis
I learn to feel safe from within—not by managing everyone else’s emotions.
